The 2009 Joint Field Meeting will be housed at the Pocono Environmental Education Center (PEEC), a private, non-profit education facility located within the 67,000-acre Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area and surrounded by an additional 100,000 acres of public land.   Field trips will visit nearby river shores, hemlock ravines, waterfalls, limestone outcrops, wetlands, and forests.   Beginning on Sunday, there will be programs each evening, dealing with topics of botanical and ecological interest.

Housing:  Most housing will be duplex (two-unit) cabins, with six bunk beds and one bathroom per unit.   Couples will be split, with husband and wife in adjoining units.   Depending on registration, there might be a very limited number of two-person or single occupancy cabins available, at an additional cost.  Please contact Karl Anderson (see below) if you require such accommodation.   A basic linen package will be provided.

Meals: Included are eleven meals, Sunday dinner through Thursday breakfast, at the Pocono Environmental Education Center’s 3600-square foot dining hall except for the traditional Wednesday night banquet which will  be at a nearby restaurant.   Arrangements can be made for vegetarian meals.

Registration Fee: the price for the field meeting is $280.00 per person, with housing as specified above.   The fee for the field trips, transportation, and programs only (no housing or meals) is $80.00 per person.  Accommodations are limited so please register early!
